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Less than 1% of the paintings in the National Gallery are by women. 
Even fewer are by people of colour. These are distressing but not 
unusual statistics. By continuing to explore art history, broadening its 
scope and making it more inclusive and diverse, we can shape a more 
accurate account of our histories and cultures and the ways they 
interweave with each other.  

Art can be a vehicle for protest, activism, satire, and reflection on ideas 
and events; it’s a method of communicating across borders to create a global community.
